DOG FOULING IN LOCAL AREA

UNIFORM & PE KIT

Please remember that indoor PE kit is a white T-shirt and black shorts, which is the same for after-school sports clubs.

ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL DUE TO ILLNESS OR LATENESS

May we remind parents/carers that it is your responsibility to inform school by telephone if your child is absent, during the first morning your child is absent for any reason including illness.  Failure to contact school may result in absences being recorded in the school register as unauthorised and could be considered as a failure to secure regular school attendance.

Children can arrive at school from 8.45am and must be supervised closely by parents/carers in the playground until the school day starts at 8.55am.  If your child arrives at school after 9.05am they will receive a late mark and you must sign them into school at the main office.
Lateness to school can be very unsettling for children and disruptive for the class.
Although we now have a pathway alongside the car park at the front of school, for safety reasons, we do expect children and parents to enter the school via the side pathway off Bushfield Road between St Hughs car park and the scout huts. The gate at this entrance will remain open until 9.15am.
