 Compare lengths and heights [for example, long/short, longer/shorter, 

tall/short, double/half] 

 Recognise, find and name a half as one of two equal parts of an object. 

 Recognise, name and describe properties of 2D shapes.  

 Begin to measure and record lengths and height.

 To safely perform a teacher led warm up/cool down. 

 To change speed and direction using different ways of moving.  

 To copy and perform actions when moving to music. 

 To think about ourselves and our communities and explore our part in the world.

When we individually hear your child read we 

also check the key words they have been 

practising reading and spelling at home. If 

they get all/most correct then new words 

are issued. Books are changed on a Monday 

and when we hear them individually read if 

required. Hearing your child read a few 

pages each night really does benefit them 

and we strongly recommend this. Please 

read the books three times, this allows 

for decoding practise, developing fluency 

and understanding of the story.
