PACKED LUNCHES 

If you choose to send your child with a packed lunch, please follow our healthy packed lunch 

guidance. With NO fizzy drinks, cans or glass bottles. A healthy sandwich or wrap and some 

fresh fruit (grapes must be cut up), and could also include other items such as a small packet 

of snacks/crisps and a small chocolate biscuit (from the supermarket biscuit shelf). 

We also need you to be aware that we have children in school who have severe NUT allergies. 

For this reason, we ask that you do not include any items which contain nuts, even in trace 

form. This includes such things as peanut butter and Nutella spread as this could lead to 

very serious consequences. If you would like any further advice please contact the office 

staff. 

 

MILK  

As from September we will no longer be offering children over 5 years old the option to 

purchase milk.  

Children up to their 5th Birthday will still have whole milk if they choose. 

Free school meal and Pupil premium children will still be eligible for milk after their 5th 

Birthday if they would like to take this option up.
